• Showcase your skills and experience: Please, refer to the job description and make sure you give enough 

evidence of all the job requirements!  

• Focus on our participants: Our course participants are teachers from various primary and secondary schools 

in Europe: they move physically to one of our locations for one week in order to attend their Erasmus+ 

funded teacher training courses. Our courses are conducted in English. They will take place face-to-face and 

on-site in real classrooms (not online). Courses usually start on Monday and end on Saturday and are made 

up by modules delivered separately by 1 or 2 trainers per course.
